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(Bring Your Own Bag)

… and save. Tricia Whiffen sent an email about the CVS green tag program. You have to have a CVS extra care card to qualify. Buy a green tag at CVS for 99 cents and put it on your reusable bag. Every four visits when you use your bag with the tag on it, you’ll get $1 in extra care bucks to use for your next shopping trip.

Other stores that offer some sort of savings for your reusable bags:

Stop & Shop and Target will take 5 cents off your total bill for each reusable bag you use. Other retailers who do this include Costco, Whole Foods, and Ikea. Roche Bros. also give a 5 cent rebate and shoppers can opt to have the 5 cents go to the Children’s Hospital.

… but make sure it’s sturdy. A lot of reusable bags that stores sell don’t last that long, so they add to the waste we’re trying to combat. Make sure the reusable bags you bring to the store are sturdy and will last a long time. You don’t have to buy special reusable bags with store logos on them or declarations that you’re green. You can reuse sturdy canvas tote bags you have, for example. If you don’t have any reusable bags, it’s a better idea to buy sturdy canvas or denim bags rather than the cheaply made ones with store logos on them. Check out yard sales and thrift shops first (and put in a request at www.Freecycle.org ) www.Reusablebags.com sells sturdy reusable shopping bags, but I’d use this as a last resort as they are expensive. They are nice, but they are much more than something you’d find at a thrift store or yard sale (or in your closet or attic).

… and ask retailers if they give discounts—and if they don’t, ask them to do so. This is getting to be quite the trend, but some retailers are not onboard. Ask when you shop—bring your reusable bags with you anyway, but ask if there is a policy to give a small discount off the total bill per reusable bag used. If there isn’t, write a letter or email to the head of the company, urging them to create such a policy. If the staff at the store didn’t know if there was a policy, tell them that and urge them to implement one if there is no such policy, or to better educate the staff and push to market the policy to consumers.
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The Prudential Committee Needs You!
Have any of you ever wondered why Channing's governing board is called the Prudential Committee? I have. But it isn't until now that I am completing my third year on the committee that I've bothered to figure it out. According to Merriam-Webster, prudential is defined as:

Pronunciation: \prü-'den(t)-shəl\
Function: adjective 

Date: 15th century

1 : of, relating to, or proceeding from prudence

2 : exercising prudence especially in business matters

— pru·den·tial·ly \prü-'den(t)-sh(ə-)lē\ adverb 

Well I don't know about you, but that didn't help me much. So I looked up prudence:

Main Entry: pru·dence 

Pronunciation: \'prü-dən(t)s\
Function: noun 

Etymology: Middle English, from Anglo-French, from Latin prudentia,

 alteration of providentia — more at providence

Date: 14th century

1 : the ability to govern and discipline oneself by the use of reason

2 : sagacity or shrewdness in the management of affairs

3 : skill and good judgment in the use of resources

4 : caution or circumspection as to danger or risk

Now we're getting somewhere. "Skill and good judgment in the use of resources" are certainly qualities needed by Prudential Committee members. Also "the ability to govern and discipline oneself by the use of reason". Channing's PruComm is responsible for getting the business of the church accomplished. This includes coming up with a yearly budget; hiring minister(s) and other church employees; making sure the physical upkeep of the building is maintained; establishing and maintaining Channing's relationship with the community, establishing and articulating the churches mission; and much, much more.

Many of the current members have been serving on the PruComm for three or more years. And as rewarding as the work certainly is, it can also lead to burn-out. I, myself, have "given notice" and will not be returning to the committee next year. Although I feel that it is time for me to step down, the last three years have been an amazing learning experience for me about the inner-workings of our little church.

So in light of my upcoming departure, I am putting out the word that the Prudential Committee is in need of some new blood. If you've ever wondered why we do things a certain way or had an idea to run things a little smoother, now is your chance to make your voice heard. 

The Volunteer Fair is happening during coffee hour on April 25th. Members of the Prudential Committee will be available to answer questions you may have. I encourage everyone to check it out.
