         From the Minister  Rev. Ed Hardy
"Traveling is a brutality. It forces you to trust strangers and to lose sight of all that familiar comfort of home and friends. You are constantly off balance. Nothing is yours except the essential things - air, sleep, dreams, the sun, the sky - all things tending toward the eternal or what we imagine of it."
Cesare Pavese

The first time I went to get Khenpo Karten Rinpoche was in the fall of 2008. He had taken the bus from New York City and was arriving at South Station in Boston. I was running late due to heavy traffic on the Southeast Expressway. I had wanted to be there before his bus arrived so I might greet him as he disembarked. I was nervous. I had only met Khenpo Karten Rinpoche a few months before. Maybe he wouldn’t recognize me. We had only spoken for an hour or so. He spoke very little English and I spoke no Tibetan—not even a simple hello. 
His bright maroon and yellow robes and tall stature made him standout in the sea of people moving about the bus terminal with direction and determination as if they knew where they were going and what they would do when they got there. Khenpo-la (a name of affection and respect) had 3 bags—two small hard-shelled suitcases and a shoulder bag. I usually took more to go away for a weekend. He had been traveling for five months.

He was about to get the uncultured American meeting. I had no Kata (a silk offering scarf) to give him. No deep bows of respect and as I said hello I mispronounced his name—“Khenpo Karthar is that you?” Recently—January 2010—Khenpo-la flew into New Delhi airport in India and over a hundred Tibetans greeted him with Katas and bows and sweets and bottles of water and warmth. “Hi, Khenpo Karthar is that you?” I scooped up one of his smaller bags and started out of the bus terminal. (I was on crutches then) Off we went to Abington.

It was a quiet trip. After you have said, “How are you?” “Good.” “How was your trip?” “Good.” and almost totally exhausted your common language there is not much else to say. Fortunately silence is not too difficult for either of us.

We had moved out of our bedroom—taking the clothes out of our closet and a bureau. For the next six weeks we would sleep in the living room of our small apartment. I sat on the floor as Khenpo Karten unpacked. I was stunned at the simplicity. Maybe three changes of clothing, prayer books, a laptop, a cell phone, a digital camera, electric hair clippers to keep his hair short, a small bag of toothbrush, nail clippers, toothpaste and some medicines. One of the suitcases was half filled with items to give away—beads, pictures of the Dalai Lama, pictures of his teacher, Tenzin Yeshe Rinpoche, small pamphlets of prayers, etc. That was it!

He lives simply. Happy for tsampa—ground barley flower—and tea in the morning, and happiest with noodles--anytime. I asked what did you do after dinner in Tibet growing up? He said, “It was best time of day. My father would tell dharma stories every night.” I was envious. He is not burdened by the weight of things—not possessed by possessions. He said, “Everything I have is given to me. My students are generous.”

Nothing is his, except the essentials.
