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You probably have heard this news, but just in case you have not our next UUA President is the Reverend Peter Morales. 
The announcement was made at General Assembly at the Saturday night worship service. Morales had received 61.4% of the onsite vote and 55.2% of the absentee ballots. You can watch the announcement and the worship service online at http://www.uua.org/videos/ga2009.php?movie=4082.flv.

In other news... 

... by an extraordinarily close vote of 573 in favor to 586 opposed the delegates rejected the proposed revision to Article II of the UUA Bylaws, aka the changes to the Principles and Purposes. And, after a very lively debate, the delegates sent the Statement of Conscience on Peacemaking back to the Commission on Social Witness for another year of study and review.

You can listen to these parts of Plenary 5 (about 57 minutes in) and Plenary 3, respectively, to see how our Moderator Gini Courter skillfully lead respectful and informative discussion among thousands of strongly opinionated UUs

... the delegates passed a Responsive Resolution to place an amendment to Article II on next year's ballot, replacing the current non-discrimination clause (Section C - 2.3) with the Inclusion clause offered by the Commission on Appraisal in their proposed changes to Article II. More specifically:

· The current Non-Discrimination clause reads, "The Association declares and affirms its special responsibility, and that of its member congregations and organizations, to promote the full participation of persons in all of its and their activities and in the full range of human endeavor without regard to race, ethnicity, gender, disability, affectional or sexual orientation, age, language, citizenship status, economic status, or national origin and without requiring adherence to any particular interpretation of religion or to any particular religious belief or creed."

· The proposed change, the Inclusion clause, reads, "Systems of power, privilege, and oppression have traditionally created barriers for persons and groups with particular identities, ages, abilities, and histories. We pledge to do all we can to replace such barriers with ever-widening circles of solidarity and mutual respect. We strive to be an association of congregations that truly welcome all persons and commit to structuring congregational and associational life in ways that empower and enhance everyone's participation."

WITH THANKS AND PRAISE . . .

FOR DON GREENLAW,  FEBRUARY 21, 1918 - JUNE 25, 2009

We recently heard from Rhoda Greenlaw the sad news that Don Greenlaw passed away in Florida on June 25th.  He was 91 years old.     Don and Rhoda have been such wonderful friends and benefactors to Channing Church.  The money they donated, which we refer to as the Greenlaw Trust, has allowed us to replace the roof and make other improvements at Channing.   Their act of generosity also raised the roof on our hopes for the future of our church and sustained our commitment to do the work of keeping it going and growing.   When I heard about Don’s death, I thought of lines from one of our hymns: “For all that is our life, we sing our thanks and praise, for all life is a gift which we are called to use to build the common good and make our own days glad.”    These lines are a kind of challenge.  Can we approach our lives as a gift, and use that gift of life to help others?  By using our life to “build the common good,” can we satisfy our own hearts?   I think Don Greenlaw was one of the rare people who did just that.   Don and Rhoda Greenlaw attended Channing Church for many years, becoming members on Easter Sunday, 1949.  They were active on many committees, so they knew what it was like to roll up their sleeves and do the work of running a church. Don chaired the Prudential Committee, served on the Building Committee when the RE wing was built, worked on search committees, cooked for church suppers, and was a member of the Channing men’s group.   He also sang in the choir, perhaps singing the very words of the hymn I mentioned.   When he no longer attended regularly, he still did the auditing each year for the church.  If you think all that church work is daring and sacrificial, consider that Don even painted the exterior trim around the church steeple.   Danny Howland attended church when Don Greenlaw was at Channing, and he recalls that Don was guided by a cheerful, optimistic attitude.   Danny remembers that when Don became president of the local Rockland Trust Company, he went out and bought a sports car—passionate red, of course.  We have a wonderful picture of him, laughing, decked out in those long green Channing choir robes, that seems to capture some of his joyful spirit.  Perhaps his generous spirit did make his “own days glad,” as the hymn says.   What can we do, on hearing of his death, but sing our thanks and praise for his generosity and for the example he sets us of how to live our own lives?  Thank you, Don, we will not forget you here at Channing Church.   To Rhoda, we offer our comfort and the promise to keep you in our hearts and prayers.   
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As a small congregation with limited resources, it’s often hard for us to reach out to parishioners who no longer attend church.   They are still present in our thoughts and our hearts.   Probably they don’t know how dear they are to us still.   One of the people many of us have been thinking of is our own Fred Corey.   Fred was born in July so this month it would be great if everyone would send him a birthday card.   And while you’re at it, have your child or grandchild make one too.   Fred would love to hear from us and we’d love him to know how often we think of him.

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Individuals Can Help Unitarian Universalist Grow

Do you wish there were more UUs? Do you want people to know about the liberating religious ideals our movement professes? Would you like your congregation to have access to funds to increase outreach, develop programs to retain new members, or complete a building project to expand membership? Then become a Ballou Channing District Chalice Lighter and make a small donation a few times a year that will be put with other small donations to provide grants to congregations for growth related projects.

A Chalice Lighter is a UU who agrees to give at least $10 up to three times a year, when a “Call Notice” is mailed to them for a specific project. You can do this by completing the membership form found below or sending an e-mail to the BCD Office [bcdoffice@verizon.net] with the information requested on the enrollment form.

Why do we need more Chalice Lighters?

Four things are vitally important for a congregation to attract and retain individuals.

· Good, Handicapped accessible facilities in which to hold worship, fellowship activities and religious education.
· Ministers and staff with adequate time to develop programs for all ages of members
· Programs to meet spiritual and fellowship needs of children, youth and adults
· Outreach and publicity activities to inform people about Unitarian Universalism and the local congregation
All of these require money to develop and carry out. Congregations usually work to raise funds themselves for new initiatives. But grant funds from a program like Chalice Lighters can help them reach their goals quicker, or gives them a financial and emotional boost to help them attain their objective. In cases of small congregations with limited resources a grant may determine if they are able to pursue their growth objective with a new program, additional staff or improvement in their facility.

Each new Chalice Lighter adds $30 a year toward growth and renewal activities within the Ballou Channing District. Individually this is a small amount. But when added to all the other Chalice Lighters the funds available for growth and renewal work can become significant.

At the end of 2008 there were approximately 300 individuals who have enrolled as Chalice Lighters. If all individuals who are presently enrolled contribute to a Call the BCD can raise $3,000 for each project or $9,000 a year. If 10% of the UUs in the District (550) joined we could raise $5,500 a Call or $16,500 a year. One thousand Chalice Lighters would enable us to give grants up to $10,000 per project or $30,000 a year. Imagine what congregations could do with a $10,000 grant for facilities, staff or programs.
