Abington - Island Grove Park by bunkosquad.

Island Grove Pond is a 38 acre artificial pond created in the 1700s by building a dam on the Shumatuscacant River. The impoundment created was used to power a sawmill. The 1.74 miles of shoreline has on the eastern shoreline the 11 acre town owned Island Grove park with picnic tables, a summer camp (Busy Beaver Summer Camp) and a town swimming pool; the rest of the shoreline is developed with road frontage and residences. The bottom is sand along the edges and muck in the deep areas. Aquatic vegetation is abundant. 

Abington’s Island Grove Park is often called the “Crown Jewel of Abington” and has long been a historic gathering spot. From 1846-1865, the park drew crowds of Abolitionists, this historic use was honored in 1909 at the spot where speakers once addressed the annual meetings. In 1902, the Civil War Memorial Arch and Bridge were constructed to honor the town’s Civil War veterans for the town’s bicentennial. In 2002, the park was added to the National Register of Historic Places. 

Access: 

Shoreline fishing is readily available from Island Grove Park with the main entrance off Park Street and access across the Memorial Bridge from Wilson Place. Small non motorized boats and canoes can be launched from the park. From the town of Abington website.

LAKE STREET – There are maybe ten to fifteen parking spaces along Lake Street. You will have to cross the footbridge to enter the park.

PARK AVENUE – Main parking is along Park Avenue. You will be able to drive into Island Grove Park to unload, but will have to return your car to Park Avenue. If you have a handicapped parking sticker you may park within Island Grove Park.

WHAT TO BRING: Chairs, picnic lunch, a dessert for sharing, maybe some bug spray, and, if you are adventurous, some swimming trunks. Musical instruments if you are inclined.

Mosquitoes! Mosquitoes have become part of our daily ritual. One day we were wishing that it would be a little warmer at 6 AM as we started off on our walk and now that it's warmer we wish it were cooler to keep the mosquitoes down. It is a familiar cycle of wishing, fall and winter and then before long yearning for spring and summer. On and on it goes…

As the mosquitoes have grown in numbers, hunger and ferocity, an unusual array of garb, has begun to appear Massasoit State Park. One fellow comes dressed as if on a guerrilla mission – head to toe camouflage, pants tucked into boots, gloves, and the netting over his head as if he were about to attend a hive of bees. There is less aggressive apparel, usually long sleeves, long pants, and something on the head. In the parking lot as people arrive there are clouds of mosquito repellent mist – scents of lemon and pine.

The other day as we were walking back to our car a couple approached us walking a long haired, ShihTzu with a pink ribbon holding up a headknot of hair. The woman was wearing high heeled, multicolored espadrilles, pedal pushers and a sleeveless blouse-- not your usual walk in the woods apparel. The Shih Tzu that appeared to weigh all of seven or 8 pounds seemed to be pulling her along. Behind them was a 35 year or so man dressed as if he were 13 – kneelength shorts, made out of some satin, shiny material that basketball players wear and a hooded sweatshirt made of the same material. He had a look on his face that said, "what the hell am I doing here?" As they passed, I said, "the mosquitoes are wicked today." I thought to myself, "blood donors!"

About 10 minutes later I heard heavy footed running like a boxer out for his morning jog. Passed me came the man, carrying the Shih Tzu and as he passed, he said, "I'm outta here!" Shortly behind him came the woman. I couldn't say she was running, or jogging. It was more like skipping, but without the altitude – no knee lift. With each step there was a high tone moan as if she were about to break into tears.

I looked down at Sukha. There were maybe 10 mosquitoes on her snout alone. I bent down to brush them off and the cloud of mosquitoes that were following us enveloped us. I had repellent on, but they ignored it – landing on my face, ears, and clothing. It was as if they were saying, "repellent! Yum! Yum!" "DEET! We eat it for breakfast!" I let Sukha off the leash and she ran away from the cloud. I said to myself, "stay calm!"

Nature isn't always nice. Sometimes it's hungry. And sometimes it's really nice to be back in your civilized car driving home
