AIDS has ravaged the population and many families are headed by the children because the parents have died from AIDS. There are care workers that try to do outreach to these families. They visit and bring maybe an article or two of clothing or a bag of food or themselves. The biggest thing they bring is Hope and the sense that these kids are not left alone and that someone cares. By foot an average care worker might visit 1-2 families in a day. If that care worker has a bike they might visit 3-4 families and be able to spend twice the amount of time.
