Labyrinth

A walking meditation is a spiritual practice that promotes personal growth and well-being. Please enjoy this peaceful candlelit space and the beautiful music as you step along the winding path of this ancient sacred symbol.

A labyrinth is based on the spiral, a pattern found in nature. Since ancient times the spiral has been understood as a symbol of the sacred. Ancient labyrinths have been found in virtually all parts of the world. The earliest known forms appeared in Ukraine and Siberia around 20,000 B.C. Spiraling labyrinths designs appear on pottery, tablets, coins and tiles, dating as far back as 4000 years. In medieval times, walking a labyrinth was symbolic of pilgrimage undertaken by the faithful — the very devoted would walk it on their knees. Labyrinths are known by many names. Native Americans call it the Medicine Wheel, to the Celts it is the Never Ending Circle, and in mystical Judaism it is called the Kabala. As a path of prayer and meditation the labyrinth speaks to all peoples regardless of religious tradition.

The Old Ship Labyrinth is open on the second Tuesday of every month from 7:30 to 9:00 pm. It is located in Fellowship Hall at Old Ship Parish House (rear entrance).
